
The Power of Faith 

� Scripture Reference: 

"Truly I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, 

„Move from here to there,‟ and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you." — Matthew 

17:20 

Introduction 

Faith is one of the most powerful forces in the life of a believer. Jesus teaches us that even faith 

as small as a mustard seed can bring about great miracles. This means that it’s not about how 

much faith we have but about believing in the power of God. 

Many times, we face mountains in our lives—mountains of sickness, financial struggles, broken 

relationships, or fear. But Jesus reminds us that with faith, we can overcome any obstacle. 

 

What Does Faith Mean? 

Faith is complete trust and confidence in God. Hebrews 11:1 tells us: 

"Now faith is confidence in what we hope for and assurance about what we do not see." 

Faith is not about seeing the results first; it’s about believing that God is working, even when we 

can’t see it. 

 

1. Faith Moves Mountains 

Jesus used the phrase ―move mountains‖ to show that faith can overcome what seems 

impossible. Mountains in our lives may be: 

� Doubt – When we question if God will really help us. 

� Fear – When we let worry take control instead of trusting God. 

� Sin – When we struggle to break free from temptations. 

Faith gives us the strength to speak to these mountains and trust that God will move them in His 

time. 

� Mark 11:24 – "Whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will 

be yours." 

 

2. Mustard Seed Faith 



Jesus specifically mentioned a mustard seed because it is one of the smallest seeds, yet it grows 

into a large tree (Matthew 13:31-32). This means: 

� Faith doesn’t have to be big to be powerful. Even a little faith, when placed in God’s hands, 

can do great things. 

� Faith grows over time. Just like a mustard seed grows into a tree, our faith strengthens when 

we trust God daily. 

� Romans 10:17 – “Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.” 

 

3. Faith Requires Action 

Faith is more than just believing; it requires action. James 2:17 says, “Faith without works is 

dead.” 

� Speak faith – Declare God’s promises over your life. 

� Pray in faith – Trust that God hears you when you pray. 

� Act in faith – Step out and trust God, even when things seem uncertain. 

� 2 Corinthians 5:7 – “For we live by faith, not by sight.” 

 

Conclusion: Activate Your Faith Today 

The power of faith is real! No matter what mountain you are facing, trust that God is bigger. 

Even a small amount of faith can bring miracles when placed in God’s hands.
